2009 LMDC/LSTA Information Literacy Grant
Summary of Activities
Activity 1:  Integrated Assessment of Information Literacy

Continuing the work of the previous LSTA grant, library faculty will collaborate with faculty from any discipline to integrate “authentic” assessment of information literacy into courses. Authentic means that some element of the assessment is embedded into the course or assignment of the discipline course (as opposed to a classroom assessment or a stand alone test). For example:  For part of a research paper, students in an anthropology course compare/contrast perspectives in a native American periodical and a mainstream periodical article on their topic.
Library faculty and discipline faculty are invited to attend the February 27, 2009 workshop to facilitate the design of authentic assessments. The workshop will address a variety of needs, from the basics of info lit assessment to advanced concepts. Libraries throughout the state will showcase their work to provide additional ideas and springboard conversation. Libraries that did not participate in the 2003-2008 grant are invited to attend this workshop to begin authentic assessment work. Participants in this activity are not required to attend the workshop. 
Funds are available for:

· Stipends for discipline faculty for product (the assignment, syllabus, etc.)

· Release time for discipline faculty and library faculty

· Development and support of local workshops to assist faculty

· Travel to the workshop
Colleges may apply for up to $2500 for grants of up to $450 for individual faculty. (Additional funds may be available after the first round of distribution.) Activity 2:  Grant Steering Committee
This is a 3-4 year commitment to work with a small team of library faculty and library directors/deans to plan the activities for the entire 4 year grant. We anticipate 1-2 meetings/per year and 3-4 phone calls/year.

Activity 3:  Developmental Education Research Team

From Jan-Aug 2009, a team of 15-18 library faculty, developmental education faculty, library deans/directors, and institutional researchers will design research studies to assist in determining the library and the librarian’s contributions to developmental education, student learning, and student success. This team will continue working in year 2 of the grant to guide the implementation the research studies. The team members will have the option of conducting some of the research on their campuses, but we expect a much wider number of colleges to participate in the actual operation of the studies. We anticipate this committee will meet for a total of 3 or 4 all-day meetings through August 2009.

· Stipends to institutional researchers and developmental education faculty to participate on the research team. 
· Travel to all meetings

· Release time for library faculty and developmental education faculty. 
Activity 4: Workshop on Integrated Assessment and Research in Developmental Education 

The one or two day workshop (still to be decided) will be held in late July or early August 2009 to build on activities 1 and 3. Participants will develop authentic assessments of information literacy and also select elements of the research studies designed by members of the Research Team. Actual work for this activity will take place in the 2009-2010 academic year; the workshop will provide time to develop projects, learn about developmental education, hear a report from the Research Team, and select research or assessment projects that we can accomplish in 2009-10.
