Topic Ideas:



Class debate: can human sexuality be converted?
Learning Outcomes: What should the student to be able to do?


Students will develop familiarity with a range of information sources and the access points for those sources: using the catalog for books, using the databases to find periodicals, using evaluative techniques to find academically appropriate free websites.  
Knowledge base: What does the student need to know to do it well?


Students need to be able to distinguish between different types of information sources and develop confidence in building a search term vocabulary that leads them to the best information for their assignment.
Activity: How will the student learn?


Each student will be assigned to a team for the debate (sexuality CAN or CANNOT be converted).  Students will then be given time to research sources that support their argument, using reference sources, books, journal articles or other appropriate materials. Students will be asked to cite sources used during the debate.
Demonstration of learning: What will the student do to show what they have learned?


Students will participate in a class debate, consisting of two teams.  A traditional debate structure, with initial argument presentations, responses, rebuttals, and questions, will be employed.  Students will cite sources used during their presentation of arguments.  
Criteria: How do you know the student has done this well?


Students will provide citations of the sources used for the debate.  The debate format will require a basic grasp of the arguments and supporting material in order to participate.
