Handouts & Resources:


Students will use all types of information resources: reference, books, periodicals, scholarly journals, relevant free websites, interviews, videos, blogs, etc.
Topic Ideas:



Sexuality’s “shadow” side: investigating an issue in human sexuality.  Sample topics: incest, sexual violence in wartime, domestic violence in the homosexual community, the history of fetish, etc.
Learning Outcomes: What should the student to be able to do?


Students will increase mastery with a range of information sources and the access points for those sources: using the catalog for books, using the databases to find periodicals, using evaluative techniques to find academically appropriate free websites.  Students will be able to develop search terms and use Boolean operators in databases to broaden or narrow their search results.
Knowledge base: What does the student need to know to do it well?


Students need to be able to distinguish between different types of information sources and develop confidence in building a search term vocabulary that leads them to the best information for their assignment.  Students should be able to identify the databases as sources for online journals, periodicals and other materials, and should be able to find the catalog for accessing books on their topic. 
Activity: How will the student learn?


Students will use a range of sources to gather information and multiple perspectives on their chosen topic.  They will write a 6 page paper exploring the topic and will include a full, formal, MLA style citation list.  
Demonstration of learning: What will the student do to show what they have learned?


Students will submit a research paper exploring their chosen topic and the multiple perspectives on the topic they have discovered through their research.  A bibliography in MLA format will also be submitted. 
Criteria: How do you know the student has done this well?


A successful completion of this assignment will include four sources (one book and one scholarly journal article); will demonstrate critical evaluation and analysis of materials used for the paper; and will provide a synthesis of the information gathered during research.
