Information Literacy Lesson Plan
Wenatchee Valley College

ESL Level 2/3- fall quarter 2009
Objective:

The five week lesson plan will provide students with the vocabulary and language necessary to use the library. They will become familiar with the library staff and learn terms and phrases that enable them to ask for information and access library resources. They will compare the answer they get from the librarian with the answer they received from another source and determine how well the information received answers the question.
Lesson plan/schedule:

	Week 1- 

Introduction

	Lessons-

1. Review library map, new vocabulary and familiarize students with library lay-out.

2. Initial library tour, students use maps during the tour for reference.

3. Introduce students to library computer lab, students use personal ID numbers to log-in to computers and complete online assessment.

1. Library Basics handout (revise current handout to meet the language level of ESL students)

3. Library visit #2- Treasure Hunt (revise current activity to meet the language level of ESL students)
4. Reading assignment- staff bio #2, Andrew Hersh-Tudor

	Lessons-

1. Dialog- checking out materials 

2. Guest speaker/classroom visit- Andrew Hersh-Tudor

3. Library visit #3- find one item you would be interested in checking out. Return to the classroom and describe the item.

4. Reading assignment- staff bio #3, Ann Livingston


	Week 4-

Forming a question-

What do you want to know?


	Lessons-

1. Grammar activities- The simple present: yes/no questions (3.10), and Asking information questions (3.11), Basic English Grammar, by Betty Schrampfer Azar

2. Story/dialog- Amy needs information!
3. What do you want to know? Forming your question. Extension- students ask their question to a family member or friend.

4. Reading assignment- staff bio #4, Olivia Drakes



	Week 5-

Extension- Ask the librarian!


	Lessons-

1. Report- what did you find out when you asked your question to a family member or friend?

2. Forming your question for the librarian/staff member.

3. Students practice their questions in pairs.

4. Library visit #4- ask your question!

5. Return to the classroom- compare your answers.

6. Complete the exit assessment.
