3. Give examples of 5 different types of plagiarism. Paraphrase these – DO NOT copy the labels or names used on the web sites. 
4. Why is plagiarism a problem? That is, why do instructors and schools take it so seriously? (FYI – you can fail a class, get kicked out of school, and be charged with a felony for plagiarism. Keep in mind that many additional consequences come with each of those listed.)
5. What is SFCC’s policy on plagiarism and academic dishonesty? 
6. Why do students plagiarize? 
7. As an instructor, what would you do if a student plagiarized work as his/her own?
